Program Description
Diesel technicians are specialized mechanics who inspect, repair and
maintain diesel engines and vehicles. They use diagnostic tools to

identify issues, perform engine overhauls, and ensure that vehicles meet

emissions and safety standards. Additionally, diesel technicians often
conduct routine maintenance such as oil changes, filter replacements,
and brake adjustments. This role requires strong problem-solving skills,
mechanical aptitude, and knowledge of diesel engine systems. Diesel
technicians may also interact with customers to explain repairs and
maintenance procedures.

1. You should apply directly to employers, and entry requirements vary
by employer.

2. If you need assistance finding an employer who will take you on as an
apprentice, don’t hesitate to get in touch with the local Apprenticeship
Training Representative at 262-564-3210 to find an employer who
has been approved to train apprentices.

3. Once your contract is in place, Gateway’s Apprenticeship department
will communicate with you regarding registration, classes and books.

Graduation Requirements
e *Minimum of 2.0 (“C”) or above for all required courses.

e Meet minimum hourly paid related instruction requirements per WI
Registered Apprenticeship Contract.

Notes

1. Students must be physically able to perform the job.

2. Students must be 18 years of age and submit an official high school,
GED, or HSED transcript including a graduation or passing date.

3. Students must complete all courses with a grade of “C” or better.

4. Students must have a valid driver’s license and pass an aptitude test.

5. Diesel technicians work in repair shops, maintenance facilities or for
transportation companies. They spend a lot of time on their feet, work
in tight spaces, and may be exposed to loud noise, diesel fumes, and
various chemicals. They may need to work irregular hours and should
follow safety measures to prevent hazards associated with diesel
engines and vehicle maintenance.
